The Dominica Maritime Registry is committed to maritime safety and security and is 

deeply concerned regarding the proliferation of fraudulent certificates in the maritime 

industry.   

 

Reports of fraudulent documentation and misrepresentation were received by DMRI and an 

investigation was initiated resulting in the termination of two DMRI Sales and Filing 

Agents.
